She read the report and noted that there was an increase in cases in 2004, and that staffing levels were
adequate at this time. Commissioners thanked Ms. Smith for the report.

PERSONNEL

Pursuant to deferral on March 1*, Cindy Howard, Public Advocate, requested an additional full-time
attorney position. On March 1%, after the presentation of the 2004 Annual Report of the Public
Advocate, the Commission requested additional statistical information from the Public Defender’s office
and Court Administration. Ms. Howard reported that if the Commission is not able to approve the new
position, she would have to limit caseloads and request that some new cases be assigned to court
appointed attorneys. Commissioners discussed the additional costs for the new position and the cost of
using court appointed attorneys. MOTION by Hajek, seconded by Kolbe to authorize one additional full-
time Deputy Public Advocate for the Public Advocate’s office. 4 ayes.

DONATION

At the request of Sheriff Lieutenant Kaci Zwak, MOTION by Hajek, seconded by Kolbe to donate one

AGREEMENTS

David Atherton, Metro Communications Director, presented three additional Software License
Agreements with New World Systems and requested that the Commission authorize the Chairman to sign
the agreements. Mr. Atherton reported that the first agreement would allow administrative action to
exchange modules provided by New World Systems, the second would provide a one-way interface from
the software application to the CAD system, and the last would provide for an Automatic Vehicle
Location interface and software license. Funding for the proposed agreements is included in the existing
Metro budget and in the 2003 COPS Grant. MOTION by Hajek, seconded by Pekas to authorize the
Chairman to sign the Additional Software License Agreements between Minnehaha County and New
World Systems. 4 ayes.

HEARING

Pursuant to deferral on February 15, 2005, Phil Kappen, Assistant Planning Director, was present for the
scheduled hearing to consider a request to rezone from the A-1 Agricultural District to the I-1 Light
Industrial District property legally described as the NE1/4 (Ex. H-2 & Ex. Otterby’s Addition) in Section
12-T102N-R50W. Subject property is located one mile east of Crooks. The Planning Commission
denied the request due to concerns over the distance of the proposed rezoning from the interstate
interchange and access to the area. The proposal would extend an existing industrial district north to the
next mile section (257" Street). Mr. Kappen presented maps showing areas already zoned as
commercial/light industrial noting that these sites would better meet the uses of the petitioner. Tom Ode,
Sioux Falls Commercial Real Estate, spoke on behalf of the petitioner, Bob Sherwood, and presented an
alternative proposal which would remove the northern 12 acres from the proposed plan and add
additional land to the west to allow for a secondary road loop into the development. Mr. Ode noted that
the existing areas on the map were not suitable for his client, and that the proposed site was for sale at
this time. The proposed rezoning would allow for lots that would be more suitable for large tract
operators. Donovan Dekrey, area resident, spoke in opposition to the request. He stated that he recently
constructed a home in the area and that the proposed rezoning request included the 12 acres to the north
of today’s proposed site, and if the land was not developed now, it would be rezoned and could be
developed in the future. Mr. Kappen stated that the proposed rezoning was for the complete legal
description and that the petitioner had proposed to extend the main access road north to connect with
257" Street for better access. The alternate plan would now close the additional access through to 257"
Street. Scott Anderson, Planning Director, stated that the Commission could consider the alternate
request at this time since the notice was for the whole area, but that he would like the petitioner to
provide the correct legal description. Commissioner Hajek noted that commercial use along interstate
roadways is an appropriate use. MOTION by Kolbe, seconded by Pekas to uphold the Planning
Commission decision to deny the rezoning request. 4 ayes.

OLD BUSINESS

On January 18, 2005, the Commission approved Resolution MC05-05 Resolution to Vacate Statutory
Section Line Highway from the east sixteenth corner of Section 9-T101N-R48W south to the east quarter
corner of Section 9-T101N-R48W; of the 5" PM, Minnehaha County, South Dakota. Pat Herman,
Planner, reported that the Register of Deeds office was not able to file the information and asked that the
legal description be revised. MOTION by Hajek, seconded by Pekas to approve Resolution MC05-19. 4
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ayes.

RESOLUTION MCO05-19
TO AMEND RESOLUTION MCO05-05 TO VACATE STATUTORY SECTION LINE HIGHWAY

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on March 15, 2005, pursuant to the provisions of SDCL 31-3-7
and SDCL 31-18-3 to consider a petition to vacate a statutory section line highway; and

WHEREAS, said hearing was for the purpose of determining whether the public interest will be better
served by such proposed vacation; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds that the proposed section line highway to be vacated does not provide
access to public lands.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED, by the Minnehaha County Board of
Commissioners that the following described statutory section line highway, is hereby declared vacated:

Statutory section line highway from the east sixteenth corner of Section 9-T101N-R48W south to
the east quarter corner of Section 9-T101N-R48W of the 5" PM, Minnehaha County, South
Dakota, which lies adjacent to Lot A in Tract 1 of Bennis’s Addition in the W1/2 NW1/4 in
Section 10-T101N-R48W west of the 5" PM, Minnehaha County, South Dakota and Tract 1 of
Doppenberg’s Addition in the E1/2 NE1/4 of Section 9-T101N-R48W west of the 5" PM,
Minnehaha County, South Dakota which are recorded in Plat Book 55, Page 85 and Plat Book
64, Page 74 respectively.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution be placed on file with the Minnehaha County
Auditor and recorded with the Minnehaha County Register of Deeds.
